Additionally, the California Dream Act Service Incentive Grant Program (DSIG)
encourages California Dream Act Application (CADAA) students with Cal Grant B awards
to receive aid upon performing community or volunteer service.

The grant will be available for up to 8
semester or 12 quarters while you have an active Cal Grant B award.
