Aracely (Ara) Aguiar is the Interim President at Los Angeles Pierce College.

While
at WLAC President Aguiar supported the development of several programs
including Certified Nurse Assistant, Pharmacy Technology, Medical Assisting,
Dental Assisting, and the first Registered Dental Hygienist and Alternative
Practice in the state of California.

University of Jerusalem.

Dr. Mirmovitch’s research focused on the social behavior of animals in varied
conditions. Her early research explored the effect of food distribution on the social
organization of feral cats in an urban environment, while her later experimental work
included a large-scale food manipulation to evaluate effects on California ground
squirrel social interactions, dispersal, and home range configuration.

Dr. Mirmovitch is committed to finding ways to support students through the
development of hands-on experiences, leadership skills, and exposure to new
opportunities. Towards this goal, she has been a member of the Student Success
Committee since joining the Science Division at WLAC, and served as the committee
chair in the last four years.
